Our school uniform is: 

 Plain black tailored trousers for boys 

 Plain black tailored trousers (boot cut) for girls.  Please note skinny trousers are not acceptable 
OR 
Theale Green black skirt with side pleats (available only from official suppliers) 

 School polo shirt worn with the school jumper – both in house colours.   

 A plain coat or jacket: no simulated or real leather, battle dress or denim; no logos, pictures or lettering; 
no hooded sweatshirts. 

 Black school shoes: no trainers, boots, high heels, open toes or sandals. 

 Grey, white or black socks; neutral or black tights 
 
 
During the summer term only, the polo shirt may be worn without the jumper. 
 
The skirt, jumper and polo shirt can only be bought from the official suppliers.
